Drive participants spend two days
at the Staging Site - this year at Val
and Sandy Pringle's Crater Valley
Farm in Westwold. Iimagined it
took arm twisting to persuade a
rancher to have his place invaded by
small armies of people, horses and
trucks. He'd hired guys for a week
to clean out stumps and wooddebris
for the tenting areas and lay a
plywood floor in his huge hay barn.

Pringle quietly said he was
"honoured" to host the Cattle Drive.

Sunday is Registration Day and the
day when pioneer families in the
area are honoured.

Monday is an easy hangin' about
day; a"getting to know your horse
day" for the rental riders; the only
day you can get breakfast at a
respectable hour - 8:30 am. There's
an afternoon of Cowboy Olympics
where the pros display their prowess
(and the novices try their hands) in
cattle penning,cowboy cutting, sort
and pen competitions, walking
keyhole relays, and haybale roping.

The best part as a second-timer
on the Cattle Drive was feeling like
an old hand, knowing how it all
worked. Familiarity still didn't dim
admiration for the 100 volunteers
who plan the Drive and keep the
‘show on the road' for a week.

Westwold to Kamloops, July 17 -22

Another False Creeker joined the
wagon riders (25 of us) on the Drive
this year. Joan Hoyle of Twin
Rainbows Coop was as intrigued
and awed by the logistics of the
mammoth operation as I was last
year and "wouldn't have missed it
for the world."  After telling friends
that when everyone has left camp, a
mere six (volunteer) crew clean up
the site, dismantle the huge
communal area tents, then race ahead
to set up the whole lot up again at the
next site, one asked "And does the
camp crew set up your tents for
when you arrive?" (about another
150!) A second person asked "Do
the wagons draw into a circle at
night?"

Another of Joan's friends heard the
cattle had quit and thought the Drive
must have ended abruptly.

(Some people evidently only sit
home watching movies!)

In '93 I glimpsed the cattle on the
first and last days - by chance, given
the hour they leave and the fact they

don't bunk in' close tous. Didn't see
a one this year. Only the real keeners
(about 100) amongst the riders get up
at3:30 to join the drovers who actually
drive the cattle. Life-long rancher
Hilbert Deluge, now over 80, does -
every day, every year.

Cows don't like hills. To spare them
the steady climb of Tuesday moming
they were trucked to join riders at
lunchtime. They did roam the range
on Wednsday but smart cows don't
hike in the hot sun any more than
smart humans do. Several dozen
stayed put in the shade. At day's end,
tired wranglers and drovers had to
head back out to round up the
wayward ones. That's what real
cowboys do - while the tourist
cowboys head for the beer tent!

Thatwasit. 1-1/2 days on the trail
and the Committee decided the cattle
would be trucked the rest of the way
to Kamloops. They missed some
glorious scenery, but I guess cattle
are used to it.
