Alder Bay Coop explosion a wake-up call

There are lesser emergencies
than the earthquake we are
constantly reminded to prepare
for.

When was the last time you:
® Checked the batteries in flashlights
and portable radios?
® Checked your insurance policy
coverage?
¢ Changed your 2-3 day store of
emergency water supplies?
® Confirmed who would take you
and your family in if you're evacuated
and cannotcheck into ahotel - orwho
would rescue your freezer contents?

Mild chaos reigned when an
underground explosion last month
caused residents in Alder Bay Coop
to leave their homes for a night or
two. It happened in the middle of a
fine day. It could as easily have
happened in the middle of a cold,
rainy winter's night.  Power and
water supplies were shut off for two

days in Alder Bay and the adjacent
Twin Rainbows Coop buildings.

Residents realised an emergency
plan should be reviewed once a year;
a buddy system should be in place,
especially for the elderly, infirm, or
anyone with medical needs (i.e.
oxygen supplies).

How many people know the False
Creek Community Centre isour
designated emergency headquarters,
or what services it is organised to
provide. Inthe AlderBay emergency
the staff were on standby to remain
open all night and did in fact take in
the contents of one person's freezer.

Most people are blithely
unconcerned and unprepared. Those
interested inknowing whatresources
the community centre can muster,
and hearing tips for organising their
own neighbours, should attend the
session on October 15.
